· (250-300 words)

Include a brief presentation of the main character, his or her complications or conflict within the story, the climax and the solutions that ensued.  This is factual details (no opinion is asked here)











(10 marks)
Description of tWO characters 

· Main character description (much more detailed than the summary description).

· Describe his or her personal & physical traits. Provide specific examples within the story. 

· State your opinion on the character as to what you liked.

· State your opinion on the character as to what you disliked.

· Describe one secondary character and discuss the same details as above. 

 (20 marks)

CONCLUSION

· What did you think of the book?

· What did you like?

· What did you dislike?

· What did you learn?

· What would you change about the book and how would that affect the ending? Therefore make sure I know the ending (in your summary). Do not write I would change nothing!
 

· To whom would you recommend this book? End off strong. 
(10 marks)

CHAPTER SUMMARIES

· Provide a brief summary of each chapter separated by a new title i.e. Chapter 1, Chapter 2 etc. Each chapter summary should not be on a new page. Your title page for this section should be Chapter Summaries. (100 words min)
(20 marks) 

OVERAL PRESENTATION

· Book report and review is generally neat.

· Double spaced, font size 12 using Times New Roman as font. Margins are justified (left and right).

· Title on the top of every page, underlined and centred. 

· Paper is not folded and no food stains on any of the papers (. Staple on top left hand side. 

· Page numbers are on the top right hand side of every page. Do not put a number on the 1st page. Please submit your work with three precise hole punches.

· You have attached this rubrics as your last page

ENGLISH 

· Spelling is accurate. Capital letters at the beginning of every sentence & period at the end.  

· Topic sentences in every paragraph: let the reader know what you will be writing about. 

· Few grammar mistakes, proper use of indentation on all paragraphs. 
· Effective use of punctuation (commas, periods etc.). (Be careful with inappropriate use of commas).
· Numbers 1-10 are written, I is always capitalized etc. 

· Vocabulary is rich (use a thesaurus and dictionary!)  

· There is a good transition from one paragraph to another. For example, imagine you are working on your conclusion and on your third paragraph. Your topic sentence for your second paragraph can be: There are certain things I liked about the book. Your next paragraph can be: Although there were many things I liked about the book, there were some things I did not like.

Oral Presentation


Your job is to summarize your book into a four-minute synthesis. Remember, you will be asked a question from either the teacher or fellow classmates. The following will be required. You may bring this sheet only to help you organize your presentation. 

· Begin the presentation by saying hello to everyone (good morning / afternoon).

· Introduce yourself (full name).

· Mention your book name & author. 

· Summary of your book (describe the plot and climax).

· Describe your favorite character (physical and personal). Why is it your favorite character? Illustrate by providing at least one example from the story. 

· Conclusion: What did you think of the book? What are your likes and dislikes of the book? What did you learn?

I will also evaluate the following: 

· Your ability to discuss all of the above without any notes ( 

· You should scan the room often… look at your fellow classmates (in the eye). 

· Speak loudly (or loud enough to be heard) and change the pitch of your voice at least once. Move within the classroom!

· Do not put your hands in your pockets. Rather, use gestures and show that you care. 

· Mention another person’s oral presentation (use the student’s name and book title). 

· Try and have at least one member or preferably the class participate in your discussion. Ask us a question. Do a quick survey. Do not put us to sleep (. 

· Make your presentation stand-out! Use props, billboards etc. Be creative.

YOUR GOAL


You are asked to provide a book report and review of a book (fiction or non-fiction only) that you have not yet read. Your paper should be your authentic creation of 7-12 pages long . It is preferable that your work is typed. This does not include any attachments at the end of your paper. I have included  this guideline to help you organize your format. Note that bullets are generally used as suggestions for new paragraphs within your paper. Each paragraph should have a minimum of six sentences. Deadline is May 5th . Note that for every school day the paper is late, a penalty of 5% is reduced from your final mark. Be sure to proof read your work and see me if you have any questions along the way. I am willing to correct it if it is submitted in parts and if I have enough time to do so. This is worth 20% of your grade. Good luck and enjoy the process!
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
